
New England Forestry Foundation Little Lake Sunapee Association - 136 acres. 
There are three blazed, maintained trails—each with a color name: Orange, Yellow and Blue.   

The hiking is mostly easy. From the lowest point along the western brook to the top of the hill is a 230 foot climb. 
 
Drive directions: Exit 12 off I-89. Got east on Rt. 11 & Newport Rd to first left on Otterville Rd.  Take first right on  
Little Sunapee Rd.  Travel .5 miles to New England Forestry Foundation sign on your left.  There is also parking if you 
continue on Little Sunapee Rd. to the next left onto Burnt Hill Rd. Parking is 150 yards up Burnt Hill Rd. on the left.
